Famous Places of the World

Some remains of the structure of The Mausoleum at Halicarnassus are in the British Museum now. The Colossus at Rhodes was a bronze statue Apollo, it was destroyed during an earthquake. The Pharos of Alexandria was built on the island of Pharos off the coast of Egypt, but it was destroyed by an earthquake, too. 

So, the most of the ancient “wonders” were destroyed and we can only read about them in historical books. But they, along with the other cultural achievements, made the places they were created in famous: Cairo, Babylon, Pharos, etc.

Modern world has its own wonders. For example, New York City is famous for its Empire State Building and, in spite of tragedy of the 11th of September, the Twins (The World Trade Center). They were the world’s tallest buildings. 


In France we can call famous Eiffel Tower, Champs Elysee and L’ouvre among the places of interest.
